Abstract 

The International Cultural Heritage Practice Group is organising a CPD session on international cultural heritage assessment: policy and practice. The CPD session will address regulatory and practical aspects of cultural heritage elements of international Environmental and Social Impact Assessment (ESIA) projects. This will consider the range of current standards and the steps involved in preparing an ESIA, from gap analysis and scoping to baseline field survey and impact assessment. We will also discuss the principles of designing mitigation and enhancement measures, training and outreach activities. The 2018 Group AGM will be held on the same day.

The workshop will cover both regulatory and practical aspects of undertaking ESIA:
· Cultural heritage in the context of Environmental and Social Impact Assessment projects

· International agreements and national heritage legislation, standards and permitting regimes
· International Financial Institutions’ standards and best practice for cultural heritage

· Practical aspects: safety, logistics, cooperation, local expertise and cross-cultural awareness
· Developing the capacity and skills of host country colleagues and building up local heritage institutions

Projects have ranged from oil companies carrying out exploration in fragile Saharan archaeological landscapes, to oilfields in central Asia, to new power plants and pipelines in the tropical forests of West Africa. Such projects frequently involve working to environmental (including heritage) standards produced by banks providing project finance including the International Finance Corporation, World Bank and European Bank for Reconstruction and Development.
June Taboroff, Senior Cultural Resource Specialist 
Dr June Taboroff is a London-based senior cultural resource specialist with a background in environmental economics.  She has been involved in the formulation and implementation of World Bank and EBRD environmental assessment guidelines and standards, has prepared World Bank documentation on cultural heritage in environmental assessment in sub-Saharan Africa, and carried out training on related topics for international financial institutions.  A leading international specialist in cultural conservation, she has more than 25 years of experience of working in multi-disciplinary international teams, coordinating with Government, civil society and the private sector to identify, prepare, supervise, and evaluate culture in development and urban projects and programmes.  Over the course of her career she has worked in over 65 countries on policy, programmes, evaluations, and training in the areas of culture, tourism, and local economic development for major international development institutions, including the World Bank, EU, UNDP, Inter-American Development Bank, Asian Development Bank, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, UNESCO and for bilateral agencies such as DFID/British Council, Sida and  Danida as well as  World Monument Fund, Cultural Heritage without Borders, Heritage Lottery Fund and the International National Trust Organisation.
